Working together with law enforcement authori�es and key stakeholders, this ini�a�ve
aims to keep our city safe and clean. To date, more than 40 unlicensed gambling ma-
chines have been confiscated from tuckshops across the city.

As we enter the fes�ve season, a �me for family, celebra�on, and togetherness, we must
also priori�se road safety. Through our Arrive Alive messaging, we urge all residents to
travel responsibly: obey speed limits, never drink and drive, buckle up, and remain alert
at all �mes. Every life lost on our roads is one too many, and together we can prevent un-
necessary tragedy. We will also ensure increased visibility of traffic officials on our roads
to keep motorists safe.

In strengthening partnership and collabora�on, a team of peace officers is in close part-
nership with SAPS during this month in a decisive and impac�ul campaign to reclaim the
CBD. This opera�on focused on enforcing municipal by-laws and restoring order in our
city's Central Business District.
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All residents are encouraged to con�nue honouring their municipal accounts to ensure
uninterrupted service delivery. As a caring municipality, we remain commi�ed to sup-
por�ng households that cannot meet their monthly obliga�ons. The Municipality has
an ongoing Indigent Registra�on Programme to assist our most vulnerable residents,
and we encourage eligible households to visit the Credit Control Sec�on to make the
necessary arrangements.

The fes�ve period also brings renewed hope and the opportunity to reflect on our
shared goals as a municipality.

Let us celebrate responsibly, look out for one another, and carry forward the spirit of
unity that con�nues to move our community forward.

At its final Ordinary Council Mee�ng held on 04 December 2025, the Sol Plaatje
Municipal Council tabled and considered two key reports, namely the first quarter

Service Delivery and Budget Implementa�on Plan (SDBIP) for Financial Year 2025/26 and
the Municipal Public Accounts Commi�ee (MPAC) oversight report for the 2023/24
Financial Year Annual Report.

Through robust delibera�ons and strong inputs, both reports were ul�mately resolved on
with cri�cal amendments and recommenda�ons. The SDBIP highlighted progress of
service delivery and budget implementa�on while iden�fying areas of underperformance
where correc�ve ac�ons can be taken. The MPAC report emphasised compliance with
legisla�on and accountability, following consulta�on with directorates. The approval of
these reports demonstrates the Municipality’s commitment to transparency, improved
governance and greater service delivery for the community.

In addi�on to considering directorate reports by Sec�on 79 and Sec�on 80 Commi�ees,
the Sol Plaatje Municipality Council, in recognising economic pressures faced by
households and businesses, took a resolu�on to extend a welcomed Special Municipal
Debt relief programme, effec�ve 05 December 2025 to 28 February 2026. This ini�a�ve
aims to assist ratepayers by reducing their financial burden, while improving the
municipality’s revenue collec�on and financial posi�on.
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The Office on the Rights of the Child
(ORC) is mandated to ins�tu�onalise

children’s rights systems and strengthen
the delivery of children’s rights across the
province. As part of this mandate, the
office is responsible for implemen�ng the
Na�onal Child Par�cipa�on Framework,
which emphasises the importance of chil-
dren’s voices being heard in ma�ers that
affect them — including their par�cipa�on
in legisla�ve processes.

In support of this vision, the ORC ini�ated
the establishment of Children’s Ward Fo-
rums across all wards in Sol Plaatje Munici-
pality. To date, the office has received ac-
cess, assistance, and support from leader-
ship in 26 wards, enabling the successful
launch of Children’s Forums in these areas.

The ORC commemorated Na�onal Chil-
dren’s Day on 31 October 2025 by officially
launching the Sol Plaatje Junior Council.

During this event, the Junior Ward Council-
lors elected their:

� Junior Mayor – Reabone Malekeco
� Junior Speaker – Ameries Kouter
� Junior Chief Whip – Remofilwe Se-

shawane
� Municipal Manager – Siphamandla

Kolodzi
� Sergeant of arms – Paballo Louw and

These posi�ons were inaugurated by the
Ac�ng Speaker of Sol Plaatje Municipality,
Casper Rammutle, who also transferred
skills to the Child President, Amogelang
Mashele, elected at the Nelson Mandela
Children’s Parliament on 9 October 2025 in
Cape Town. The Ac�ng Speaker further ad-
ministered the oath of office for all Junior
Council members.

The Child President, Amogelang Mashele,
formally handed over two cri�cal na�onal
frameworks designed to guide child-rights
implementa�on at the municipal level:

1. Safe and Caring Communi�es –
Strengthening Local Governance for

The government acknowledges children's
rights and remains dedicated to fostering a
culture of responsibility and par�cipa�on
among young people. The presence of ac-

complished Child Dignitaries at this launch
shows that the children of this province
are ready to lead and influence gover-
nance structures.

Kimberley 4 Kimberley (K4K) is a private/
public collabora�on dedicated to restor-

ing pride and strengthening the city of
Kimberley. Founded two years ago, K4K
unites residents and businesses, in part-
nership with Sol Plaatje Municipality. The
movement focuses on prac�cal, visible im-
provements that upli� daily life and pro-
mote a posi�ve culture of shared responsi-
bility.

LOCAL PRIDE AND COLLECTIVE
EFFORT
K4K is a grassroots ini�a�ve built on local
pride, collec�ve effort and voluntary con-
tribu�on. It is not poli�cal or profit-driven.
Its purpose is to bring Kimberley’s people
and businesses together to care for their
city, support municipal efforts and help
maintain core public spaces and roads.

HOW IT WORKS
K4K operates as a community-led partner-
ship where residents assist with upkeep
and cleaning, businesses provide funding,
resources, or machinery, local contractors
bring technical exper�se and the Sol
Plaatje Municipality supplies materials and
administra�ve support.

This approach ensures that improvements
are delivered quickly, collabora�vely and
with community ownership.

THE INSPIRATION BEHIND IT
DF Marais, contractor for K4K, says the
idea grew from the energy seen during the

annual Absa Wildeklawer sports tourna-
ment, when Kimberley showcases its po-
ten�al as a vibrant host city. Kimberley is
home to the world-famous Big Hole, a his-
toric mining legacy, a growing university
and major hospitals and business hubs.
K4K encourages residents to see this po-
ten�al and take pride in shaping their
city’s future. “When 12 000 people de-
scend on Kimberley during the tourna-
ment, we have an opportunity to shine.
Our aim is to get Kimberley in be�er shape
by the �me the next tournament takes
place, that can draw people to consider
living here, star�ng businesses, opening
guest houses, coffee shops, art galleries.
We have the most beau�ful historical
buildings and the story of Kimberley is
unique, we should be celebra�ng it and
that should flow over to the rest of the
country.”

CORE FOCUS - ROADS AND
STREETS
The Road Repair and Street Revival Ini�a-
�ve is K4K’s primary focus. The work in-
cludes repairing potholes, restoring sur-
faces, clearing stormwater channels,
cleaning street edges and removing sand
and debris. Kimberley has over 540 km of
road surface and the movement works
area by area, bringing together volunteers,
local contractors and business-sponsored
resources.

WHY ROADS MATTER
Road condi�ons affect everyday life.

Smooth, safe streets influence mood,
travel, safety, emergency response, school
access, business flow and neighbourhood
pride. Improving roads is one of the fastest
ways to restore confidence and upli� the
community.

COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION
Support comes from businesses, for in-
stance Absa, small enterprises and former
residents living around the country and
abroad. People contribute by dona�ng,
offering equipment, maintaining the street
in front of their home or business, volun-
teering for cleaning efforts, or helping co-
ordinate neighbourhood zones. Communi-
ca�on happens through Facebook, Tele-
gram, WhatsApp and local networks.
“What we are crea�ng here is a movement
towards change. When one person cleans
in front of their house, it flows over to
neighbours. We have big plans with re-
gards to community par�cipa�on and edu-
ca�on. When you change the narra�ve of
a town, you change the way people think
about it. Kimberley should not be a for-
go�en town where you just drive through,
it should be a tourist des�na�on and in or-
der to be that, we need to start from the

inside,” says Jana Engelbrecht, spokesper-
son for K4K.

Kimberley 4 Kimberley shows that commu-
ni�es can work alongside local govern-
ment to make meaningful improvements.
Small ac�ons build momentum, pride
spreads quickly and visible progress in-
spires more companies to get involved.

K4K plans to expand through several
phases:
Phase 1: Roads and street maintenance
Phase 2: Parks and public spaces
Phase 3: Clean neighbourhoods
Phase 4: School-area upgrades
Phase 5: Local pride events and commu-
nity training
Phase 6: Business corridor support
Phase 7: Partnerships with neighbourhood
associa�ons

The primary pur-
pose of the grant is to fund public infrastructure investment for the poor, while encourag-
ing municipali�es to leverage their own capital to achieve greater impact.

STRATEGIC FOCUS
The Municipality’s IUDG programme directly supports:
� Improved access to municipal infrastructure and essen�al services.
� Upgrade community facili�es to enhance the quality of life.
� Strengthened spa�al integra�on by aligning projects with the Integrated Develop-

ment Plan (IDP), District Development Model (DDM), and Capital Expenditure Frame-
work (CEF).

COMMITMENT TO GRANT COMPLIANCE
Gcobani Mhlekwa, Manager of the Project Management Unit (PMU), says Sol Plaatje Mu-
nicipality, in line with DCoG condi�ons, has ensured that:
� The 10-year Capital Expenditure Framework (CEF) and three-year capital plan are

fully aligned with the IDP and IUDF outcomes.
� The Municipality has submi�ed its Infrastructure Asset Management Plan and Au-

dited Asset Register.
� Project priori�sa�on reflects spa�al integra�on, benefi�ng low-income communi�es

and previously underserved areas.
� At least 60% of transferred IUDG funds will be spent before the next tranche, ensur-

ing strong fiscal performance.

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LOCAL JOBS AND SMME SUPPORT
”In Quarter 1, 85 temporary jobs were created — many for youth and women — and four
local SMMEs were contracted for construc�on, supply, and transport services. All projects
follow labour-intensive EPWP guidelines to maximise community benefits,” says
Mhlekwa.

IUDG-funded projects con�nue to improve daily living across Sol Plaatje through:
� Be�er infrastructure: improved sanita�on, stormwater channels, roads, and ligh�ng.
� Community development: Halls, sports grounds, and the Greenpoint Business Devel-

opment Centre support social and economic growth.
� Economic s�mula�on: Local SMMEs and temporary employment help sustain town-

ship economies and promote inclusive development.

PROJECT HIGHLIGHT FROM THE PREVIOUS YEAR (JULY 2024 to JUNE 2025)
Construc�on of sewer pipeline in Phomolong, Ward 15 (phase 1 & 2): A significant infra-
structure investment aimed at improving sanita�on and health condi�ons for the resi-
dents of Phomolong. The project involved installing a new sewer pipeline, providing reli-
able services to over 2,419 beneficiaries. This project supports the growth of residen�al
developments and was completed successfully within budget (R10,000,000).

As the Municipality con�nues to provide infrastructure that supports social and eco-
nomic growth, addi�onal funding will be essen�al. Let us remain commi�ed stewards of
our projects and communi�es, ensuring each ini�a�ve con�nues to add value and pro-
motes long-term change for every resident of Sol Plaatje Local Municipality.

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BACKGROUND

Dean Appels, from the Roads and
Stormwater Unit, said the project began in
July 2024 with a focus on clearing and
grubbing, bulk earthworks, and detailed
surveying.

“Ac�ve construc�on could only start in
2025 due to procurement delays and long
lead �mes for clay bricks and ready-mix
concrete, which were appointed in January
and March 2025, respec�vely.”

WEATHER DELAYS

“Heavy rainfall in March and April caused
flooding, unstable work pla�orms, rapid
vegeta�on regrowth, and erosion of previ-
ously completed earthworks.

These condi�ons significantly slowed
progress and pushed concrete works to
late May 2025,” explained Appels.

CONSTRUCTION PROGRESS

A�er stabilising and rehabilita�ng the site,
ac�ve construc�on began as follows
(2024/25 financial year):

� Preparatory Works: Late May 2025
� Concrete pouring:Ward 16 on 6 June

and Ward 17 on 20 June 2025.
� Brickwork: Started on 24 June 2025.

The Wards 16 and 17 Project (Phase 2) for
the financial year 2025/26 is currently at
68% progress as of 30 November 2025.

COMMUNITY ROLE

The longevity and performance of the
newly lined stormwater canals primarily

rely on community involvement and envi-
ronmental stewardship. While technical
work improves structural integrity and hy-
draulic performance, the surrounding
community plays a vital role in ensuring
the canals func�on as designed.

ILLEGAL DUMPING

Illegal dumping of household waste, rub-
ble, tyres, or vegeta�ve material into
stormwater canals:

� Reduces hydraulic capacity.
� Triggers blockages and localized flood-

ing.
� Damages new concrete and brick

structures.
� Increases maintenance costs for the

Municipality.

ILLEGAL SEWER CONNECTIONS

Unauthorised sewer connec�ons into
stormwater canals are strictly prohibited
and result in:

� Environmental contamina�on.
� Community exposure to public health

risks.
� Long-term infrastructure deteriora�on

caused by chemical degrada�on of
concrete.

� Viola�ons of na�onal water and sani-
ta�on regula�ons.

Ongoing community awareness is essen�al
for maintaining an effec�ve system. A sus-
tainable stormwater system depends not
only on quality engineering but also on re-
sponsible community behaviour.
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CONCLUSION

Despite early setbacks, impressive progress has been made since construc�on ac�vi�es
resumed in late May 2025.

With ongoing municipal oversight and community support, the newly lined stormwater
canals will significantly reduce flooding risk and enhance resilience in Wards 16 and 17.

“I believe the stormwater canal project is one of the greatest achievements in Ward 16.
In the past, heavy rains made the canal extremely dangerous to cross, causing some peo-
ple to get hurt. Some�mes, residents couldn’t cross the canal at all to reach taxis and get
to school or work.

This new canal marks a significant milestone for the community. Its impact is remark-
able—not only improving safety and access but also improving the area's overall appear-
ance. Residents are pleased and excited about the change.” - Ward 16 Councilor, Casper

Rebates

The Sol Plaatje Municipality is invi�ng eligible pensioners and people living with per-
manent disabili�es to apply for property rate rebates.

WHO QUALIFIES?

PENSIONERS

Pensioners may apply for the rebate if they meet the following requirements:

� They are the registered owner of the property or hold a registered right of usufruct
over the en�re property.

� They are at least 60 years old on 1 July of the financial year in which they apply.
� They reside on the property.
� They do not own more than one property anywhere in South Africa.
� The property is classified as Residen�al.
� Their total gross household income does not exceed the annual maximum set by the

Municipality.

PEOPLE LIVING WITH PERMANENT DISABILITIES

Property owners who are people living with permanent disabili�es may apply if:

� They are the registered owner of the property or hold a right of usufruct over the en-
�re property.

� They can provide valid proof of permanent disability, such as:
o A medical cer�ficate from a registered medical prac��oner confirming the na-

ture and permanence of the disability; or
o Confirma�on of a disability grant from SASSA or another recognised authority.

� They do not own more than one property na�onally.
� Their property is classified as Residen�al.
� Their total gross household income does not exceed the annual maximum set by the

Municipality.

IMPORTANT APPLICATION INFORMATION

� Applica�ons must be submi�ed before 30 June each year, unless included as part of
an indigent applica�on.
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As highlighted in the Budget Speech, our city con�nues to face significant challenges
related to excessive water and electricity use and losses. Illegal connec�ons and

bypassed meters worsen these losses.

“In addi�on to water and electricity losses, low collec�on rates con�nue to decline due
to the economic hardships faced by households and businesses. To improve this
situa�on, the Municipality and the community must work together—services need to be
provided, and all beneficiaries must pay their bills in full. The total debt has grown to
R 4,2 billion, and amounts owed to creditors, such as ESKOM, are also increasing.

“This situa�on is not ideal for the Municipality and the community at large, as it
nega�vely affects how services are planned and delivered. To address these challenges,
the Municipality will be launching a comprehensive Indigent Verifica�on & Debt
Collec�on Campaign,” says the Municipality’s Chief Finacial Officer, Lehlohonolo
Rapodile.

The purpose of the campaign is to:
� Share informa�on that will help customers manage and se�le their municipal

accounts.
� Inform qualifying residents about the indigent assistance programme available to

low-income households.
� Provide an opportunity for our customers to learn more about the collec�on

methods currently employed by the Municipality, including the appointment of
accredited Debt Collec�on Agencies.

Indigent Verification and
Debt Collection Campaign
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INDIGENT ASSISTANCE PROGRAMME

The Indigent Policy ensures that the most vulnerable households in our community
receive basic services. Residents are encouraged to visit their nearest municipal office to
check whether they qualify. To register under the Indigent Policy, applicants must meet
the following criteria:

� The total household income must not exceed R4,500 per month.
� The applicant must be the account holder.
� The applicant must reside at the relevant property on a full-�me basis.
� The applicant cannot own more than one property.
� The relevant property cannot be used for rental purposes.
� The property must not have any business opera�ons, e.g., tuckshop, tavern, guest

house, etc.

REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION

� ID document.
� Proof of income: current payslip if employed or pension from previous employment.
� Unemployment affidavit.
� Proof of Sassa income/pay.

SUBSIDISED SERVICES, IF APPROVED

These measures are in place to help relieve financial strain and promote dignity and well-
being for households in need.

IMPORTANT NOTICE FOR THIRD-PARTY PAYMENTS

Residents who use third-party payment pla�orms must ensure their payments are re-
flected in the municipality’s bank account on the due date. To avoid delays in processing,
payments must be made at least four (4) working days before the 15th of the month. Pay-
ments that reflect late payment will not qualify for the incen�ve and may a�ract interest.

ACCOUNT HOLDER RESPONSIBILITIES

Account holders are required to pay all amounts due as shown on their monthly munici-
pal accounts. It remains the account holder's responsibility to verify the accuracy of each
account.

Key provisions include:

� Council may, from �me to �me, offer a discount as an incen�ve for paying current
amounts by the due date.

� Any discount earned will appear as a credit on the next month’s account.
� The account holder must s�ll pay the full amount due by the due date, irrespec�ve of

any incen�ve.

BILLING AND ACCOUNT CYCLES

� Each property receives one consolidated municipal account covering all services and
rates.

� Accounts are issued monthly, with cycles of approximately 30 days.
� Payments must be received by the close of business on the due date.

Understanding the
Municipal Payment Incentive
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AA Safety and Security Imbizo was held on 2 December 2025 at the City Hall, focusing
on strengthening partnerships to enhance community safety.

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The Sol Plaatje Municipality’s Emergency Services and Disaster Management unit has
launched its Snake Smart Community Educa�on Programme, running from October

to April, the period when snake ac�vity increases significantly.

Although most local species are non-venomous, dangerous snakes such as the Cape Co-
bra and Puff Adder are known to occur in and around residen�al areas.

Each year, a few snakebite cases are reported to local clinics and hospitals, with rare but
possible fatali�es linked to delayed medical treatment or lack of awareness. The Snake
Awareness Programme aims to lower snakebite incidents, prevent unnecessary snake
killings, and promote safe coexistence between humans and wildlife.

SNAKES COMMONLY FOUND IN THE AREA

� The Cape Cobra (Naja nivea) is one of the most common venomous snakes seen in
Kimberley.

� The Puff Adder (Bi�s arietans) is also present in the region and is frequently re-
ported.

� The Brown House Snake (non-venomous) is found near homes and is o�en mis-
taken for more dangerous species.

� The Mole Snake (also non-venomous) may resemble the Cape Cobra in colour, so
careful iden�fica�on is needed.

� The Speckled Shieldnose Snake (Aspidelaps scutatus scutatus) is less common but
has been recorded in the Northern Cape.

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WHAT TO DOWHEN YOU SEE A SNAKE

� Maintain a safe distance of at least five meters.
� Stay calm and observe from a distance.
� Contact your local snake handler or municipal environmental services. Close doors

and keep pets away.
� Teach family and children

not to panic.

THINGS NOT DO DO

� Don’t try to kill or catch
the snake.

� Don’t throw objects or pour substances on it.
� Don’t run or make sudden movements.
� Don’t corner the snake — give it an escape route.
� Don’t assume it’s harmless — treat all snakes with cau�on.

WHAT TO DO IN CASE OF A SNAKE BITE

� Keep the vic�m calm and s�ll.
� Call emergency medical services (EMS) immediately:

dial 112 from your cellphone or 10177. Fire Department: 053 832 2222/
053 832 4211.

� Do not cut, suck, or apply a tourniquet. Immobilise the bi�en area.
� Note the snake’s colour and pa�ern from a distance (if safe).

Advances in HIV Prevention

As part of this year’s World AIDS Day theme, “Renewed efforts and sustainable
commitments to end AIDS,” the Social Development Unit and the Workplace Peer

Educators in partnership with NGO partners, is highligh�ng new advances in HIV
preven�on:

LENACAPAVIR – Building on PrEP and PEP

“In ongoing workplace HIV awareness ini�a�ves, we’ve shared informa�on about PrEP
(Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis) and PEP (Post-Exposure Prophylaxis) – two medicines that
significantly reduce the risk of HIV infec�on when taken correctly,” explains Mmabatho
Watermeyer, Social Development Officer at Sol Plaatje Municipality.

Lenacapavir is a long-ac�ng injectable medica�on that strengthens these preven�on
tools. Unlike PrEP pills, it requires only two injec�ons a year. Lenacapavir offers high
levels of protec�on for up to six months per dose - along with increased convenience and
privacy. Early evidence also shows it is effec�ve against some resistant HIV strains. While
highly effec�ve, no HIV preven�on method - PrEP, PEP or Lenacapavir - can guarantee
complete protec�on.

This breakthrough builds on exis�ng PrEP and PEP ini�a�ves and supports greater efforts
to reduce new infec�ons.

Remember: Preven�on is be�er than cure. Abstaining before marriage remains the most
effec�ve way to prevent HIV.

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The day serves as a reminder that HIV has not disappeared and that con�nued
awareness, educa�on, and ac�on are essen�al. It reinforces the need to address s�gma,
expand preven�on efforts, and advance the aims of the Na�onal Strategic Plan on HIV,
STIs and TB (2017–2022).

The Social Development Unit and the Workplace Peer Educators in partnership with NGO
partners, hosted the 2025 World AIDS Day Commemora�on under the global theme:
“Renewed efforts and sustainable

while emphasising long-term
investment—par�cularly in the face
of funding cuts and shi�ing global
priori�es that affect HIV programmes.
